Galeta, and Winston Mankunku. He founded Cape Town’s iconic  
jazzclub Straight No Chaser .

Javier Valdebenito is a Chilean double bassist, composer, and teacher who has worked
in a wide variety of musical styles. His expressiveness and creativity in jazz and
improvisation are nourished by the different experiences and collaborations he has

Ryan Carniaux, Jordi Pallares, Elie Martin Charriere, Jasper Huysentruyt, Cristian
Gallardo, Samuel Dühsler, Harald Kimmig, Sabu Toyuzumi, Diego Aguirre, Alfred

In 2022, he graduated from the Basel Master's in Free Improvisation.
